Supporting your child’s education 
 You can help your youngster succeed in school.  How?  By getting involved in his education.  From 
talking to him about what he’s doing in school to staying in touch with his teacher, there are many easy ways to 
support your child’s learning.  Consider these everyday strategies to encourage your youngster to do his best at 
school with these ideas for supporting his education at home. 
Communicate expectations.  Set high expectations for your child, and he’ll be likely to try to meet them.  For 
example, let him know you expect him to work hard in school.  Talk regularly about what you expect in the short 
term (study for a quiz) and long term (go to college).  Then, be sure to recognize his successes along the way. 
Make time for reading.  Reading regularly can help your youngster do well in all subjects.  Books introduce her 
to new words—and new worlds.  Plus, developing the reading habit now can help her enjoy reading for a 
lifetime.  Try to read to your child at bedtime each night, and encourage her to read on her own, too. 
Know what your child is learning.  Have him explain the steps in a science experiment or tell you about a story 
he’s writing.  Your curiosity will show him that his schooling matters to you.  At the same time, going over the 
information will reinforce what he is learning. 
See yourself as an assistant.  You can support your youngster when she does homework…without doing it for 
her.  Find out what her assignments are.  Then, help her schedule enough time so she’s not rushing to do them at 
the last minute. 
Provide experiences.  Each time your child listens to music while riding in the car, goes to the grocery store or 
visits a nature center, he collects new knowledge.  For example, he might learn the names of frog species, use a 
scale to weigh vegetables, or hear classical music.  Take him on errands with you, and try to plan family outings 
that will expose him to new ideas. 
An active role.  When you stay up to date on what’s going on in school, your youngster feels supported.  Here’s 
how you can play an important part in her academic life. 
Know school policies.  At the start of the year, go over the school handbook together.  You and your child will 
find everything you need to know about policies (discipline, attendance, anti-bullying).   
Use tools.  Together, look at the school schedule and write important dates on your family’s calendar (test dates, 
holidays, school pictures).  Also, read the school newsletter and visit the school website.  Also, if your 
youngster’s school offers an online grade service, use it to check on his progress regularly.

Panther Run Virtual e-Learning Reminders for Families 

 

• Students should log on at least 2-3 minutes before their meeting/class time. 
 

• Students should stay “in” class and not leave. Please redirect them back to class if they 
are not on. Students should not decide to “sign out” or walk away from class. They need 
to be “present” on-line to attend, learn and participate. 

 
• Set up your student in a well-lit area away from noises and distractions so they can focus 

on their school work and classes. 
The ideal area is: 

 
o A table & chair or desk, facing away from televisions/electronics 
o A room separate from where family business is occurring (not in a busy kitchen or 

loud living room) 
o No lying down in bed or on a couch 
o Headphones help prevent distractions 

 
• Make sure your student is wearing appropriate clothing to “attend” school. No pajamas 

or distracting items. 
 

• Please have your child refrain from eating during class unless it is snack or time. 
 

• Please try to have others stay out of the view of the camera to limit distractions for the 
other students in the class.  
*** Make sure anyone near, in view or behind the camera is in appropriate clothing.  

 
• We understand that many of our PRE families have busy homes, so to limit distractions 

to the teachers and students, please make sure your microphone is MUTED AT ALL 
TIMES, unless you are speaking.  
*** Background conversations come through the microphone VERY CLEARLY and you 
may not realize this. ALL “in” the class can hear the background noise and conversations 
taking place near the child who is in class. (Even if they are wearing headphones) 

 
• If at times you sit beside your child to support them, please do not give them answers to 

any questions. If you occasionally do this, we recommend giving them time to attend 
classes alone to become independent learners.  

 
• Let students complete their assignments and take their own assessments. Making 

mistakes is the best way to learn and grow. This also lets teachers know what the child 
knows or needs to have enriched or retaught. They are here to learn and are not expected 
to answer everything correctly. 

 
• Students should move away from the computer/screen on breaks and lunch to rest their 

eyes, ears and brains. Have them move around some, stretch and relax. This “off-line” 
time helps them focus when they are in class “on-line ” for lessons.

Please note, you will need your child’s student identification number 
to complete the forms, which are provided in English, Spanish, 
Haitian Creole and Portuguese.   

The Emergency Contact and Code of Student Conduct forms must 
be completed at the start of each school year for each student 
enrolled in BCPS. It is recommended that you set aside 20 to 30 
minutes for this process. If you are not able to complete the online forms in 
one session, you can resume where you left off at another time. You will 
receive an email confirmation indicating that you successfully submitted 
the required forms from the District. Once you complete and submit 
the forms, you MUST pdf and  email the signed confirmation to
